Informed by background review, best pract ices research and consultat ion act iv i t ies, 
the Homelessness Strategic Plan wi l l  summarize the key chal lenges to homelessness 
and social  services in Langley,  and offer  a f ramework of  strategic direct ions to the 
City,  local  actors and stakeholders.  Community endorsement and commitment to the 
Plan, as wel l  as col laborat ion throughout implementat ion, wi l l  be key to i ts success.
